The Central Civil Services Cultural & Sports Board, a society registered under the Societies
Registration Act, 1860 is the Central agency for promotion of cultural & sports activities amongst
the Central Government employees in the country. The Board was set up in 1964 as Central
Secretariat Club in the Ministry of Home Affairs. Initially the objective of the Board was to
promote cultural and sports activities amongst the Central Government employees located in Delhi
only. In the course of time, the activities of the Board increased manifold to cater to the needs of
the Central Government employees located outside Delhi. Therefore, Regional Sports Boards were
set up in various cities where the number of Central Government employees was more than one
thousand. The senior most Central Government officer in station is usually the Chairman of the
Central Civil Services Regional Board for Culture & Sports. The Secretary to the Regional Board is
nominated by the Chairman. These Regional Boards for Culture and Sports are responsible for
promotion of cultural and sports activities in their respective areas. Accordingly financial grants-in-
aid are sanctioned every year by the Board to the Regional Boards. The Central Civil Services
